Cross country ride height 40cm approx. – (may be led or assisted – 50    
penalties)

  Class 2:  Tadpoles – 9 years and under mixed teams. 
    Shoot, 2 handed static targets; Run 1000m; Swim 2 mins;  
    Cross country ride height 60cm approx.

  Class 3:  Minimus – 11 years and under mixed teams 
    Shoot, 2 handed turning targets; Run 1000m; Swim 2 mins;  
    Cross country ride height 75cm approx.

6. Shooting:    
All guns are to be kept in a locked car boot other than at the shooting centre            
at time of shoot. Guns must remain boxed until the range steward gives the 
order to ‘unbox’ at the start of the detail and must be boxed again before the 
competitor leaves the firing point. 
 
Eye protection must be worn when shooting and long trousers are required. 
 

7. Riding:  
All competitors to print own numbers and provide bibs 
 
All riding hats to be tagged with a pink tag to comply with the 2024 hat rules.
